U.S. elections
It was the summer of 2020 when Democrats and Republicans were choosing their candidate for the presidential election. Democratic National Convention, on 19th August of 10 final candidates, among which the most chances seemed to have Elizabeth Warren and Bernie Sanders, Joseph Robinette Biden jr., Vice President during President Barack Obama, from 2008 to 2016, was nominated.
Between 24th and 27th August the Republican National Convention was held, where on 27th August the nomination was given to Donald John Trump, the 45th President of the USA.
Shortly after both candidates were known, speculation began as to who the presidential candidates would choose as their vice-presidential candidates. Donald Trump chose faithful Mika Pence, while Biden selected Kamala Harris, which was a surprise.
Debates began in September. The first, moderated by Chris Wallace, was a sign of Trump's constant interruption of the interlocutor, we didn't learn much about the candidates' programs. The direct debate between the two candidates took place once again, this one was much more polite, led by Kristen Welker. Mike Pence and Kamala Harris also met face to face.
Different media commented differently on the presidential election - Trump's loyal Fox News openly supported Trump in its news, while the Washington Post and the New York Times, both more left-leaning, supported Biden. In Slovenia, too, the news was very different, but the majority supported Biden, only an extreme Nova24TV regularly wrote so-called Pro-Trump propaganda. At times, the candidates seemed to compete more against the media than with each other. Even the media fought a battle against each other.
Elections were held on November 3, where a record number of voters voted. Due to the large number of ballots, the counting took a long time. But in the end, with 81,283,485 against 74,223,744 and more importantly 306 against 232 in electoral votes, Biden won and thus became the oldest president. But the battle for the citizens of the United States is not over yet - the chaos has only just begun.
Trump started allegations of electoral fraud, while having the full support of the right-wing media, including our prime minister. He accused them of having his votes stolen, of exchanging ballot papers, although he did not present evidence, and the Electoral Commission denied all allegations. His ardent supporters blindly followed him in all his claims, they did not want to hear the explanations of the commission. The chaos with the results continued for a long time, culminating on January 6, when the results were counted in Congress, and Biden would also officially become the winner. On that day, January 6, there was a domestic terrorist attack on the Capitol by a gang of Trump supporters, when they invaded the Capitol, smashed it, and tried to break into the hall where the counting took place. During the attempt of the terrorist attack, a woman was shot, and police officer died as well. Another 3 people died from unrelated health problems. Trump's supporters are to blame for the attack, but a very large part of the blame lies with Trump, who in a speech before the terrorist attack called on supporters: "Now, it is up to Congress to confront this egregious assault on our democracy. And after this, we're going to walk down, and I'll be there with you, we're going to walk down, we're going to walk down. Anyone you want, but I think right here, we're going to walk down to the Capitol, and we're going to cheer on our brave senators and congressmen and women, and we're probably not going to be cheering so much for some of them.” and “And we fight. We fight like hell. And if you don't fight like hell, you're not going to have a country anymore."
Many media, both Slovenian and American, have turned a blind eye to this truth. But in the end, Biden and Harris were sworn in on January 20, 2021 at the inauguration, officially becoming the president and took on a very demanding task as he has to fight the coronavirus, welcome the 4-year separation of people and repair relations with allies.
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
